Dear ENERGY STTAR® Displayss Brand Owneer or Other In nterested Stakkeholder: 

The UU.S. Environmmental Protecttion Agency ( EPA) is pleassed to providee you with thee Final 
ENERRGY STAR Veersion 7.0 proogram requireements for Dissplays. On beehalf of EPA, I would like tto 
thankk the many staakeholders whho have invessted time andd effort in this specification revision 
proceess. The effecctive date for tthe Version 7 .0 specificatioon is July 1, 22016. This lettter highlights 
key feeatures of thee new specificcation and outtlines the proccess for certiffying productss to the new 
requirrements. 

Overvview of Finall Criteria: 
The VVersion 7.0 sppecification esstablishes neww power conssumption requuirements forr both 
computer monitorss and signagee displays. Th e limit for commputer monitoors is expresssed in terms oof 
total eenergy consumption (TEC)) to allow for ggreater flexib ility in how manufacturers implement 
new features and ffunctionality inn both On andd Sleep Modees while delivvering substanntial energy 
savinggs. The limit ffor signage diisplays is exppressed usingg a modal appproach, since typical usagee 
profilees for signagee displays aree not availablee. EPA modifiied the definittion of signagge displays to 
furtheer differentiatee such produccts from moni tors. The speecification alsoo provides neew allowancess 
for atttributes foundd in enhancedd performancee displays as well as for neetwork conne ectivity, touch,, 
and ooccupancy sennsors. 

Unde r these new EENERGY STAAR efficiency requirementss, savings fro m computer mmonitors and 
signa ge displays wwill grow to ovver $130 millioon in energy ccosts each yeear, with a redduction in 
annuaal greenhousee gas emissioons equivalennt to that of ovver 225,000 vvehicles. 

The VVersion 7.0 sppecification is unchanged ffrom the Finall Draft exceptt for a slight mmodification too 
the TEEC power connsumption reqquirements a nd the additioon of an allowwance for toucch functionalitty 
in commputer monitoors. After the release of thee Final Draft i in July, EPA rreceived addiitional data foor 
223 mmodels, many of which are pending rele ase. The adddition of thesee models and the 
perforrmance they rreflect supporrts relaxing thhe TEC limits somewhat too ensure an a dequate 
selecttion of qualifyying models, pparticularly in key product ssizes, namelyy in the 20-244” and greaterr 
than 226” size bins. New data waas also providded for monitoors with touchh functionalityy. The 
expannded dataset demonstratess that modelss with this featture consiste ntly consumee a meaningfuul 
amount of additional power, thu s supporting the addition oof a modest ppower allowannce. In 
addition, the U.S. DDepartment oof Energy (DOOE) has madee minor editorrial changes inn the Final 
Displaays Test Methhod (Septembber 2015) for clarity, basedd on stakeholdder feedbackk. A summaryy 
of commments recei ved on the Fi nal Draft and  Agency respponses is alsoo included. 

The VVersion 7.0 Diisplays speciffication was ddeveloped throough extensivve engagemeent with 
stake holders, incluuding several draft specific ations and meeetings. Stakkeholder commments, draft 
versioons of the speecification, an d related matterials are avaailable on thee ENERGY STTAR website 
at wwww.energystarr.gov/ReviseddSpecs underr the link for “DDisplays.” 
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Timelline and Nexxt Steps: 
EPA sshares partneers’ desire for  a smooth traansition from oone ENERGYY STAR specification to thee 
next, so that consuumers can ex pect ENERGYY STAR labe eled products to fully meet the latest 
requirrements uponn their effectivve date. With this in mind, EEPA has estaablished the following 
timelinne: 

• 	 Effective tooday, manufaacturers may eelect to have their certificaation body (CBB) certify thei r 
eligible prooducts to the Version 7.0 reequirements. 

• 	 After Februuary 15, 20166, CBs will bee instructed too stop certifyinng new produuct submittals 
to the Verssion 6.0 spec ification. Notee, however, thhat existing ceertifications wwill remain 
valid for puurposes of ENNERGY STARR qualificationn until June 3 0, 2016. 

• 	 As of July 1, 2016, all certifications oof products to the Version 66.0 specificattion will be 
invalid for purposes of EENERGY STAAR qualificatioon, and CBs will be permittted to submitt 
to EPA for qualification only those m odels they haave certified t to Version 7.00. 

Pleasse note that E NERGY STAAR partnershipp as a manufaacturer is limi ited to organizzations that 
own aand/or licensee a brand namme under whicch they sell elligible produccts in the Unit ed States 
and/oor Canada. Paartnership is nnot available tto original equuipment man ufacturers (OOEMs) that doo 
not seell directly to cconsumers orr end users. OOEMs may ceertify productss on behalf off the ENERGYY 
STARR brand owne rs/licensees; however the brand owner  must be the ENERGY STTAR partner 
assocciated directlyy with the certtified product models, sincee only partne rs are authori heized to use th 
ENERRGY STAR ceertification maark. 

Thirdd-party Certiffication: 
As a rreminder, all nnew productss must be certtified by an E PA-recognizeed CB before being labeledd 
and mmarketed as EENERGY STAAR qualified. UUpon satisfacctory completion of all certiification 
requirrements, a CBB will notify thhe partner thaat the product  is ENERGY STAR qualifieed and will 
submit qualified pr oduct data to  EPA for listinng on the ENEERGY STAR website. For more 
informmation on the Third-party CCertification prrogram, pleasse visit 
www. energystar.goov/3rdPartyCeert.
